Almost 1/2-mile of The Avenue Plan is slated for roadway
widening which is antithetical to our Safety Action Plan which
asks for dedication to people not cars. Incremental roadway
widening can only exacerbate today's issues with vehicular
crashes and pedestrian near misses.
